In this workshop, we’ll explore:

* Why (of course) communities are going public with concerns about DEI, and
what you can do about it;

* How ending up in the news is and isn’t helpful (and for whom);

* How to reasonably prepare for efforts to “expose” and shut down your DEI
work; and

* What it takes to advance the DEI that you intend, accepting the reality that
justice is never a private matter.

Participants will engage with each other in discovery of how to focus on their DEI
game, and not the news cycle.
